A Better Way to Water.
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Use PVC or box cutters 
to cut supply tubing. After 
cutting, use a tee to rejoin 
the supply tubing so you 
can water another container.

Container Plant Dripper 
attaches to the end of the 
supply line you cut.

TIP!

Make sure not to use more 
than 75 ft. of ¼" supply tubing 
and do not exceed 15 GPH 
per faucet connection, 
(maximum two connections)

Water outdoor 
plants anywhere!

Bury supply tubing underground in order 
to water a planter box or run underneath 
a concrete pathway.

It’s easy to customize your 
system to fit your landscape.

Underground (optional)

Bury supply tubing
to reach a planter box
if necessary Avoid placing supply 

tubing on turf that 
gets mowed

For grassy areas that are 
mowed you can bury 
your supply tubing

Run supply 
tubing under 
a concrete 
pathway

Watch the health of your 
plants for wilting due to under 
or over watering

TIP!

Check for dry or wet soil about 
3 inches below the surface

TIP!

Adjust your watering schedule 
as needed to keep your plants 
looking vibrant and healthy

TIP!

Clean filter at the beginning 
of every season

TIP!

Once a day every day
FREQUENCY 24 hours

RUN TIME 15 minutes

-OR-

Once every 2 days
FREQUENCY 48 hours

RUN TIME 30 minutes
